2. Terms and conditions of the contract
2.1. Under this contract, the Land Owner shall grant to the User the right to hunt and control the population of game on their registered immovables.
2.2. The User shall control the population of game in accordance with an agreement with the Land Owner under the following terms and conditions:
2.2.1. Hunting grounds shall be used around the clock.
2.2.2. The User shall obtain the Land Owner’s approval for the location of hunting facilities.
2.2.3. The User shall be obligated to use the hunting grounds prudently and not cause any damage to the Land Owner by their actions.
2.2.4. If necessary and upon an agreement, the Land Owner shall assist in controlling the population of game.
2.2.5. The User shall organise the control of the population of game in a manner that helps to minimise game damage and in close cooperation with the Land Owner. The Land Owner shall inform the User of all crops where game damage may occur.
2.2.6. The User shall not have the right to transfer the hunting right to a third party without the permission of the Land Owner.
2.2.7. The Land Owner shall not transfer the hunting right to a third party without the permission of the User.
2.2.8. Other terms and conditions agreed upon between the User and the Land Owner:

  2.2.8.1. The User may use motor vehicles for the transport, care or monitoring of captured game outside forest roads. Vehicles shall be used in such a way that they do not cause damage to the forest or other property of the owner. In the event of damage, the Land Owner shall be promptly notified thereof, agreeing on compensation for damage or restoration of the original condition. 

3. Contract fee
The Land Owner and the User have agreed that, under this contract, the parties are not charged for the use of land for hunting or for the provision of hunting service (control of the population of game).  
If higher expenses by the User are required to protect crops and prevent game damage or more extensive game damage occurs for some reason, the parties may agree upon the payment of compensation to one another.
4. Validity of the contract 
This contract shall enter into force upon signing thereof and has been entered into without a term. 
5. Final provisions
5.1. Necessary information and notices between the parties shall be sent to the contact details indicated in the contract.
